1. Cook grains and peas

Bring a medium saucepan of salted
water to a boil. Add grains blend.
Cook until just tender, 5-7 minutes. Add
the snap peas and cook 1 minute more,
until snap peas are crisp tender. Drain,
shaking out water, then spread outon a
rimmed baking sheet to cool.

2. Prep ingredients

Finely chop chives. Coarsely chop
almonds. Juice lemon. Finely chop 1
garlic clove. (Reserve the rest for your
own use.) Crumble goat cheese into a

small bowl.

4. Dress grains

Transfer grains and snap peasto a
medium bowl. Add lemon dressing
and toss gently to combine.

5.Toss salad

Add chives to grains along with
almonds, spinach, and pomegranate

seeds. Toss gently to combine.

3. Make lemon dressing

In a small bowl, combine garlicand 2
tablespoons lemon juice. Whisk in 3
tablespoons of oil. Season to taste
with saltand pepper.

6. Add goat cheese

Add half of the goat cheese to the
salad and toss to combine. Season to
taste with saltand pepper. Divide the
salad between two plates. Garnish with
remaining goat cheese and a drizzle
of olive oil, if desired. Enjoy!
