1. Prep ingredients

Preheat oven to 425°F with racks in top
and bottom thirds. Slice sweet
potatoes into Y2-inch thick rounds. Halve
poblano lengthwise, then remove core,
stem, and seeds, and coarsely chop.
Pick cilantro leaves from stems, then
finely chop stems (reserve leaves for
step 6). Drain and rinse beans.

4. Build pilaf

Add rice and cook, stirring, until
toasted, about 2 minutes. Stirin Tam-
pico de gallo spice blend and half the
tomato paste; cook until fragrant, about
1 minute.

2. Roast sweet potatoes

Toss sweet potatoes with 1
tablespoon oil on a rimmed baking

sheet and season with saltand pepper.

Roast sweet potatoes on top rack until
tender and golden brown, about 25
minutes.

5. Bake pilaf

Add black beans, 2 cups water, and 72
teaspoon saltto potand bring to a
boil. Cover and transfer pot to oven.
Bake on bottom rack until water is
absorbed and rice is cooked through,
15-17 minutes.

3. Sauté poblanos

Meanwhile, heat 1 tablespoon oil in a
medium pot or Dutch oven over
medium-high. Add poblano and
cilantro stems and cook until just
beginning to brown, about 2 minutes.

6. Finish & serve

In a small bowl, combine sour cream
with 1%z tablespoons water; season to
taste with saltand pepper. Trim ends
from radish, cut in half and thinly slice
crosswise. Fluff pilaf with a fork and
divide between plates. Top with roasted
sweet potato, sour cream, sliced
radish, and cilantro leaves. Enjoy!
