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1. Prep vegetables

Bring a medium pot of salted water to a
boil. Peel and finely chop 2 large
cloves garlic. Drain butter beans. Pick
and finely chop dill fronds. Trim ends
from green beans.

4. Cook pasta

Meanwhile, cook pasta in boiling salted
water until al dente, 9-11 minutes.
Reserve %2 cup of pasta water, then
drain pasta.

2. Make tomato sauce

Heat 2 tablespoons oil in a medium
skillet over medium along with garlic
and a pinch crushed red pepper;
sauté until fragrant, about 2 minutes.
Add tomato sauce and % cup water.
Simmer, stirring occasionally, until sauce
has thickened slightly, about 5 minutes.

3. Add beans

Add butter beans to skillet along with 2
teaspoons chopped dill. Reduce heat
to medium-low and continue to simmer,
stirring occasionally, until beans are
warm, 8-10 minutes. Season to taste
with saltand pepper. Add more
crushed red pepper, if desired.

5. Broil green beans

Preheat broiler with top rack 4-6 inches
from heat source. On a rimmed baking
sheet, toss green beans with 1
tablespoon oil and % teaspoon each
saltand pepper. Broil until beans are
browning in spots, about 5 minutes.
Season with salt.

6. Finish pasta & serve

Add rigatoni and reserved pasta
water to skillet. Stir gently to combine
and simmer over low heat, 1-2 minutes
more. Remove from heat and keep
warm. Divide rigatoni between bowls,
garnish with crumbled goat cheese,
remaining dill, and a drizzle of olive
oil. Serve green beans alongside.
